  Upcoming Events 

We hope   you all enjoyed your 2011 summer boating 

season.  It always seems to fly right by.   Now comes 

the tasks most of us dread.  Taking down sails, pulling 

off canvas, emptying the refrigerator, and readying 

your boat for whatever Mother Nature can throw at 

us. 

With that in mind, we’ve made a checklist to help re-

mind you of some of those Fall chores. 

(  ) Clear off decks 

(  ) Replace worn dock line with appropriate sized 

lines and snubbers. Use chafe gear. 

(  ) Place properly sized fenders. 

(  ) Leave extra lines in an obvious place, just in case 

(  ) Secure or remove bimini tops, dodgers, headsails, and 

anything else that will come loose in a blow 

(  ) Secure all halyards away from mast 

(  )  Fasten your dock box 

(  )  Check condition of power cord and secure it with     

enough slack to compensate for boat movement 

(  ) Close thru hull fittings not being used 

(  )  Top off batteries with distilled water 

(  )  Check any space heaters and dehumidifiers to be sure 

they have automatic shut off switches if overturned 
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(  )  Store your dinghy upside down on deck or in our 

storage racks. We also have free storage on two floats 

along A/B main dock. Please tag your dinghy or kayak 

with name and slip # 

(  )  Check any space heaters and dehumidifiers to be 

sure they have automatic shut off switches if over-

turned 

(  )  Consider the possibility of power outages and pro-

vide antifreeze protection accordingly 

(  )  Remember cross tying is allowed only with written 

permission from your neighbor and a copy received in 

our office. 

(  )  Buy supplies at Semiahmoo Marina Mart and ask 

for 10% discount. 

Of course, this is not an all inclusive list, but we hope it 

gets you moving in the right direction. Please don’t hesi-

tate to contact us with any of your winterization ques-

tions.

From Maintenance 

     Did the 1st weekend of 
fall roaring in like a Lion 
catch you by surprise?  We 
had to pump out several din-
ghyõs and secure a few oth-
erõs that had dreams of blue 
water trips without their 
owners.   If you plan on leav-
ing your dinghy on the docks 

make sure it is securely tied down and inverted so that  water 
will not accumulate.   Dinghyõs cannot overhang the concrete 
walks.  Contact Mitzie in the office if you would like your din-
ghy moved to our storage area for a $10/month fee and peace 
of mind. 

     Are your lines up to snuff for the 
òEl Ninaó winds we are predicted to 
receive this winter?  The Marina 
Store has a fine assortment of Sam-
son braided dock lines at great pric-
es (remember to ask for your dis-
count!!!) .  Maintenance also has 
5/8thõs three strand nylon line at the 
length you want for $0.59/ft.  Line 

chafe is always an issue when boats are moving during windy 
conditions.  We have old fire hose at $1.00/ft which does very 
well at chafe prevention. 

     As summer turns to Autumn 
the birds return.  With fewer peo-
ple around the docks the seagulls 
are making themselves at home.  A 
great tactic to deter them from us-
ing your boat as a resort is to hang 
a number of old cdõs on a string of 
line.  The wind causes the discs to 
move which cause  flashes of light 
which seem to discourage the 

birds relaxation patterns.  Any disc will do, but I believe coun-
try music cdõs will drive them away the bestéé.;^).
